TENDER PREPARATION INSTRUCTIONS
1. OBJECT OF PUBLIC INVITATION
The object of the public invitation is procurement- drugs for human use ATC group B, Ј, L, H per lots, according to specification of drugs 1 and structure of prices 2 which is an integral part of the Tender Form (Annex no. 3), no 1/13.
The tender will be considered per lots.

The tenderer can submit a tender for particular lots or a tender as a whole.
In the event that a tenderer submits a tender for all lots, it must be submitted so that it can be evaluated for each lot.

The most appropriate tender will be selected for each lot.
2.  TENDER CONDITIONS
A tender is considered to be correct if a tenderer submits a TENDER AND A TENDER COPY IN TWO SEPARATE ENVELOPES (Article 58. paragraph 4. of the Public Procurement Law):
A tender is considered to be correct if a tenderer submits:
2.1. A completed form “tenderer’s data” (Annex no.2),
2.2. Filled up the tender form (Annex no. 3) (tenderer may offer one or more assortments), submit the complete specification of drugs 1 (from pages 1 to 10) and specification 2 structure of prices (from pages 1 to 8), whereby each page should be signed and sealed, thus confirming the accuracy of complete data on a tender form,
2.3. A completed evaluation form of meeting requirements from Article 44 (Annex no. 4)

2.4. Documents from Article 45 by which meeting requirements pursuant to Article 44 of the Public Procurement Law is proved:
1. A certificate of economic operator registration or Decision on registering the economic operator in the Registry or other proof of enrollment in the appropriate register. 
2. A tenderer’s establishment act which shows that the tenderer has been registered for the activity of the object of procurement;
3. A certificate of an authorized tax officer of the country where the head office is, that is, a  certificate of the Republican Administration of Public Revenues on meeting all tax liabilities and other payments for the current year; not older than 6 (six) months from the date of the public invitation announcement.
4. A local authority certificate on meeting current liabilities based on local public revenues; not older than 6 (six) months from the date of the public invitation announcement.

9. Evidence that he has necessary financial and business capacities:

· For small legal subjects: Balance sheet and balance of success for the last 3 (three) years (2010, 2011 and 2012), with the attached evidence for classification;

· For entrepreneurs: balance of success for the last 3 (three) years (2010, 2011 and  2012) 
OR
Report on solvency for 2010, 2011 and 2012 issued by the Business Registries Agency (medium and large legal subjects should submit a report to an auditor for 2011. if it required solvency report does not contain).
NOTE: Nessesary financial and bussines capacity means that the tenderer has stated the positive financial result in the balance sheet for the 2012 year and has submitted the positive auditor's opinion report for the 2011 year.

If the tenderer has not stated the positive financial result in the balance sheet for the 2012 year and submitted the positive auditor's opinion report, for the 2011 year, the tenderer will be rejected as incorrect.

The tenderer whose tender has been chosen as the most appropriate one is obliged to deliver the master document or an authorized photocopy of the required documents having been previously delivered in Annex no. 4 item of tender documentation, within 3 (three) days from the date of the written requirement (exept report on solvency).     
If the required documents are not delivered within 3 (three) days, the tender will be rejected as incorrect.

2.6. Sample contract, complete, initial and seal the first page (the company data), initial and seal each page, verify by signing and sealing it by which a tenderer confirms that he agrees with a sample contract (Annex no. 13)

Financial assets have to be delivered together with a tender:
2.7. A tenderer has to deliver a Bank guarantee in support of a tender  (a financial security instrument in support of a tender), which has to be unconditional and payable upon first call for an amount of 3% of tender value, with the expiry date of minimum 90 days from the date of tenders opening procedure (Form – Annex no. 14).

To deliver: along with a bank guarantee in support of a tender, a tenderer’s statement-authorization to guarantee in support of a tender (Form - Annex no. 14А).

NOTE: A bank guarantee can be issued on a letterhead of a bank - guarantor, but it has to contain all the elements set out in the Form – Annex no. 14.
2.8. Financial assets for doing a good job are to be delivered together with a tender:
· Obligatory letter of intention to issue a bank guarantee (on signing a contract with the most appropriate tenderer), which has to be unconditional and payable upon first call for an amount of 10% of contract value, with the expiry date of minimum 140 days from the date of signing a contract.

· Tenderer’s statement – acceptance to deliver bank guarantee on signing a contract (Form - Annex no. 15).
2.9 On signing a contract, a bank guarantee for doing a good job is to be delivered.
 (Form - Annex no. 15А). 

NOTE: A bank guarantee can be issued on a letterhead of a bank - guarantor, but it has to contain all the elements set out in the Form – Annex no.15 and the Form – Annex no.15А.
2.10. Decision of Medicines and Medical Devices Agency of Serbia on the circulation of medicines (for each medicine put out to tender). The decisions should be valid and numbered in the same way as the lots which they refer to (in the same serial).
If the tenderer fails to submit documents in Section 2, the tender will be rejected.
3. LANGUAGE
The tender and the other related tender documentation has to be clearly and explicitly written in   Serbian language.
4. CHANGES AND SUPPLEMENTS TO THE TENDER DOCUMENTATION
Changes, amendments and additional explanations regarding the preparation of tender shall be in accordance with Article 32 of the Law on Public Procurement. Questions regarding the tender documents should be addressed to Procurement and Sales Directorate, 15 Nemanjina St., Belgrade, indicating “Questions for public procurement no. 1/13– Drugs for human use ATC group B, J, L, H”.  

Asking for more information or clarification by telephone is not allowed. 

5. WRITING A TENDER
Form of tender:
A tenderer should submit the tender written in a tender form attached to the tender documentation (and complete specification of drugs and structure of prices), as well as the electronic tender form.
The tender is written by filling in the required data in the tender form which is a part of the tender documentation.
Each page of the tender form as well as specification of drugs and structure of prices has to be verified, that is, sealed and initialed by the tenderer.
Regardless of the number of lots offered the tenderer must submit a complete specification of drugs 1 (p. 1 to 10) and specification  2 the structure of prices (p. 1 to 8).

The name of the drug and the manufacturer (written in columns “drug name” and “manufacturer”) must be identical to the name of the drug and manufacturer from the attached Decision Medicines and Medical Devices Agency of Serbia  for offered drug.
If the tenderer offers the same generic drugs from different manufacturers, it is necessary that in the specification of drugs enter the names of all offered drugs and all the manufacturers, and to write his memo what drugs has to offer, in which the amount of any manufacturer.

To facilitate the processing of data, the tenderer should submit a tender form (Annex no. 3), the specification of drugs 1 and specification 2 the structure of prices and in electronic format in Microsoft Office Word and Excel in 2003 (in the tender form (Annex no. 3) write serial numbers offered lots and specification of drugs 1 and specification 2 the structure of prices to fill.
It is advisable for the tenderer's representatives, present at public tender opening, to bring the USB (flash memory or similar), because the written report of the tender's public opening will be delivered in electronic form (with specification of drugs), at the end of public opening.

It is advisable to have all the submitted tender documents striped and sealed, so that additional sheets or supplements cannot be put into, removed or replaced, without visually damaging the sheets or the seal.

A tenderer submits the tender in a sealed envelope, so that in the opening procedure, it can be checked whether it is closed in the same way as on submission. The envelope should state what the tender is related to.
A tenderer submits the tender specifying “For the tender commission Drugs for human use ATC group B, J, L, H per lots, procurement No. 1/13 – DO NOT OPEN”. 

On the envelope it should be defined to which the tender is related, the name of the tenderer, address, contact person and the phone number.

If the data in the written tender form do not correspond to those in the electronic tender form, the written tender form will be considered the correct one.
Joint tender
A tender may be submitted by a group of tenderers – joint tender (Article 50 of the Public Procurement Law).

If the joint tender is evaluated as the best, the orderer will ask the group of tenderers to deliver a legal act of joint undertaking (original), by which they commit themselves to perform joint procurement and where the responsibilities of each participant in the related public procurement procedure are regulated. 

The legal act has to specify the responsibilities of each tenderer in performance of public procurement. The tenderers from the group of tenderers are jointly responsible with full solidarity towards the orderer. 

The group of tenderers should appoint one of the members to represent and undertake necessary actions in relation to the orderer. A tenderer participating in a joint offer shall also fill in Article 1.1.2 of the sample contract and is obliged to state all the tenderers. 

In the case of a joint tender each tenderer must: 

· initial and seal all the pages of the sample contract, 

· sign and seal certifying the last page of the sample contract.
The tenderer who was independently submitted tender may not also participate in a joint tender.
A co-tenderer’s tender
In case of acting with a co-tenderer, a tenderer should deliver a completed Annex no. 2 and Annex no.10 and all documentation specified in Annex no.11. 
If there are a few co-tenderers, it is necessary that those Forms are copied and completed for each single co-tenderer. 
In case of acting with a co-tenderer, a tenderer should fill up the first page of the model contract , whereas he cites each co-tenderer as well.  
The tenderer who was independently submitted tender may not also participate in the tender as a co-tenderer.
Technical specification
Type, quantity and description of the objects of the public procurement are given in the specification of drugs, which form is an integral part of the tender form (Annex no. 3 of the tender documentation). 
The tenderer is obliged to perform the delivery of the drugs in the smallest registered individual package.
Requested obligatory technical characteristics of goods have to be met. If not, the tender will be rejected as inappropriate.
Price:
The price of goods has to be fixed in dinars, with and without Valued Added Tax (further on: VAT). 

If the price is extremely low, the Commission of the Ministry of Defence, Procurement Department, Belgrade, will act pursuant to Article 57 of the Public Procurement Law.
A tenderer is obliged to do a calculation check of his tender.
If there is a calculation error, the orderer will act pursuant to Article 58 of the Public Procurement Law.

In the case of price changes by "The Decision of the maximum prices of medicines for use in human medicine, and whose regime is prescription" issued by the Government of the Republic of Serbia (hereinafter referred to as Decision) contracted price per unit of measure is changed without changes to the contract, and using the following formula:
NEW PRICE = THE PRICE AGREED X (THE PRICE FROM THE NEW DECISION/ THE PRICE FROM THE PREVIOUS DECISION)

Payment deadline:

The deadline for payment is 30 days from the date of quantitative and qualitative receipt of drugs.
If the payment deadline is shorter or longer than requested, the tender will be rejected.

The receipt is issued by a salesman, on the basis of the approved document on take-over of goods    by the final user and signing a record on quantitative and qualitative take-over of agreed specification and other written evidence on meeting all the liabilities specified in the contract.

The receipt is issued by a salesman, on the basis of the approved document on successful take-over of goods by the final user within 7 days from the delivery date.     
If a salesman do not issue complete payment documentation specified in the contract within the time limit, payment deadline will be calculated from the date of the official receipt take-over.    
Delivery deadline and place of celivery:
For the purposes of Military Medical Academy and Military Medical Academy Polyclinic Pharmacy delivery deadline for the needs is in 2 (two) equal tranches:

I tranche 50% of the whole assortment is from 3 to 7 days from the date of signing the contract by both parties,

II tranche 50% of the whole assortment is from 55 to 65 days from the date of signing the contract by both parties.
For the purposes of Central Pharmacy Stock,  Military Medical Center Novi Sad and Military Hospital Niš delivery deadline for the needs is in 3 (three) tranches:

I tranche 40% of the whole assortment is from 3 to 15 days from the date of signing the contract by both parties,

II tranche 30% of the whole assortment is from 90 to 120 days from the date of signing the contract by both parties,

III tranche 30% of the whole assortment is from 150 to 180 days from the date of signing the contract by both parties.
If the delivery time is longer than requested, the tender will be rejected.

It is obligatory to announce delivery to the final user minimum 3 (three) days before delivery.

Quality
The quality of drugs has to be in accordance with the Law on manufacture and circulation of medicines and medical equipment, as well as in accordance with the regulations in this area. 
Those drugs put out to tender have to be certified by Decision of Medicines and Medical Devices Agency of Serbia on the supply, for each lot delivered. 
For MMA аnd MMA Polyclinic Pharmacy, MMC Novi Sad and MH Niš:

-drugs more with 12 months declared expiry date have to be deliverer with expiry date minimum 12 months

-drugs with to 12 months declared expiry date have to be deliverer with expiry date minimum 6 months

For CPhSt all drugs delivered have to be with the expiry date minimum 50% of the declared expiry date.

A tenderer is obliged to replace the assets by those with a new expiry date if officially informed by the final user no later than 3 (three) months before the expiry date. 
The tenderer is obliged to perform the delivery of the drugs in the smallest individual original package.

For drugs whose inner packaging are ampoules or vials, ampoules or vials are the smallest individual original package.

In case that the desired quantity id not dividable with the smallest original package that is offered the tenderer is obliged to compensate the difference by delivering the whole smallest original package.
Methods for quality control and evaluation 
Both q quantitative and ualitative control of goods will be performed by the recipient’s commission. 
Data confidentiality:

Those data a tenderer reasonably marks as classified will be used only for the purposes of the tender invitation and will not be available to anybody outside a circle of individuals involved in the public procurement procedure. Those data will not be announced on the occasion of tenders opening procedure or later on, during the whole tender procedure.

6. FAULT DIAGNOSTICS (MAKING A COMPLAINT)
The final users and tenderers will perform quantitative and qualitative control of drugs and make the records.

In case of finding faults in quantity and quality, a tenderer has to remove them no later than 15 days   from the date of making the record of complaint.
If offered deadline for resolving finding faults is longer than requested, the tender will be rejected.

If after the acceptance of the drugs a defect is discovered, which could not be discovered using ordinary inspection during the acceptance of the drugs (latent defect), the final users will disclose the written complaint to the seller.

The seller within 15 days of receiving the written complaint, has to decide upon the written complaint, accordingly solve the defect or hand in the drugs without the defect to the final users. 
If offered deadline for resolution of complaints is longer than requested, the tender will be rejected.
7. TENDER VALIDITY PERIOD
A tender has to be valid for minimum 120 days from the date of tenders opening procedure. 
If the tender validity period is shorter than requested, the tender will be rejected.
8. TENDER REJECT
Pursuant to Article 78 paragraph 1 of the Public Procurement Law, after he completes tender   evaluation process, the Orderer is obliged to reject all incorrect and inappropriate tenders, as well as those unacceptable once. 

9. CANCELLATION OF THE TENDER PROCEDURE
The orderer cancels the procedure if the conditions for selection of the most appropriate tender have not been met for provable and objective reasons, which could not be estimated prior to initiating the tender procedure (upon Article 79 of the Public Procurement Law), the reason why it will not repeat it during the same budget year.
The Orderer will explain the object decision and state the reasons for the cancellation of the tender procedure.   
10. VARIANT TENDER
Variant tender is not allowed.
11. TENDER EVALUATION CRITERIA
Decision on a contract for assigning the public procurement of goods will be made by applying the criterion of „the lowest tender price“.
In the event that a few tenderers offer the same price, the tender wich has offered a longer tender validity period will be selected.
12. DECISION ON THE SELECTION OF THE MOST APPROPRIATE TENDER
The Commision submits a written report and tender evaluation report, upon which the Decision on the selection of the most appropriate tender is made.
If a tenderer whose tender has been selected rejects to sign a contract on public procurement on the date specified in the written invitation, the orderer can sign a contract with the subsequent most appropriate tenderer. 
13. CONTRACT SIGNING
A contract on public procurement has to be signed in accordance with the most appropriate tender (Article 82 paragraph 2 and 3 of the Public Procurement Law).
A contract will be signed with the selected tenderer on receiving agreement from the Directorate for Property and Legal Issues of the MoD Secretariat withine seven days from the written invitation.
14. NEGATIVE REFERENCES
The orderer reserves the right to reject a tender pursuant to Article 47 of the Public Procurement Law, in case that there is enough evidence to prove a tenderer has not fulfilled his obligations in accordance with the previously signed contracts involving the same subject matter of procurement (a valid court ban, a document on payment of the assets to provide for meeting the contractual liabilities, a notice of contract termination due to the failure to meet the contractual liabilities).   
15. PROTECTION OF TENDERERS’ RIGHTS
In case when a tenderer thinks that in the public procurement procedure his rights have been   violated, he can make a request for protection of rights, that is, to act in accordance with the provisions of the Public Procurement Law (Articles 106–117), which regulates the procedure of protection of tenderers’ rights and public interest.
A tenderer submits a request to the orderer in accordance with the provisions of the Public Procurement Law.

P A Y M E N T
Article 7.
The drugs from Article 1 of this contract are paid on the 30th day from the date of quantitative and qualitative receipt of drugs.
The seller is obliged, within 7 (seven) days after the delivery date, to: submit a payment bill to the Buyer.

If the bill is not delivered within the contract time limit, payment deadline will be calculated from the date of the official receipt take-over.

PACKAGING AND THE METHOD OF PACKING
Article 8.

If the seller does not meet the contractual liabilities, unilaterally terminate the contract or delivers drugs behind time specified in the above mentioned criminal provisions, the buyer reserves the right to require the payment of deposited financial assets, without his approval, to the Bank which issued     a bank guarantee to the amount of 10% of the value of contract. 
The Buyer has the right to opt to end the contract if the Seller fails to meet the contractual liabilities or makes considerable delivery delays more than 25 days from the agreed time limit an the right to submit for the payment to the Bank which issued a bank guarantee to the amount of 10% of the value of contract. 
SETTLING DISPUTES
Article 10. 
The contractual parties have agreed to settle possible disputes on this contract by agreement. 

In case that the agreement on a certain issue is not made, the contractual parties have agreed to settle the dispute with the Commerce Court in Belgrade. 
CONTRACT AMENDMENT 
Article 11. 
This contract can be amended or terminated, in the same form, but only by the agreement of both parties. Buyer reserves the right to unilaterally terminate the contract for the reasons stated in Article 9 Paragraph 4 this contract.
SECURITY MEASURES
Article 12. 
The contracting parties are obliged to adhere to the Law on Classified Information ("Off. Gazette" no. 104/09) and the Regulation on criteria to define the data relevant to national defense that must be kept as state or official secret and on determining the duties and tasks of particular importance to national defense to protect the application of special security measures ("Off. Gazette" 54/94 and "Off. Gazette of RS" no. 88/09 and 111/09).
OTHER PROVISIONS
Article 13. 
The provisions of the Law on Obligatory Relations are applied to everything that is not explicitly specified in this contract.
